Day 1., Wednesday, September 14: Atlanta to Turkey
Depart on your international flight to Istanbul
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 Day 2. Thursday, September 15: Arrive Istanbul / Welcome Dinner (D)

 Arrive in Istanbul, local time.   Upon we go through Immigration, claim our luggage and exit through Customs. We will be  met by our local tour representative who will transfer us to the hotel. Time to rest and relax. Meet in the hotel lobby and directed to the room for our Welcome Dinner at the hotel.

Overnight Istanbul. Hotel Eresin Taksim or similar


Day 3.  Friday, September 16: In Istanbul: Full day tour  (B,L)
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Depart to visit the famous Blue Mosque, with its mighty dome, and the only mosque in Istanbul with minarets.  This was built on the site of the Great Palace of Byzantium in the early 17th century. Today it is a working mosque and is therefore closed to non-worshippers during the five daily prayers. The interior, with its lightness, spatial effect and color, is one of the finest creations of Turkish architecture. Next is the St. Sophia Museum, formerly known as the Hagia Sofia (Holy Wisdom), a former Greek Orthodox church that was converted to a mosque in 1453 by the Ottoman Empire. This is e supreme achievement of Byzantine architecture, and it’s the city's most celebrated monument. Large numbers of columns were brought to Constantinople from temples in Asia Minor, Lebanon, Greece and Italy, and the finest marbles and noblest metals were used.  We then visit the Archeological Museum, which contains an important collection of prehistoric Greek, Roman and Byzantine antiquities. In the courtyard is the graceful Tiled Pavilion, one of the oldest surviving Turkish buildings in Istanbul.  Lunch included in the tour, then it’s back to touring the city, and maybe even pick some of our own sites… You’re in Istanbul Turkey, one of the richest historical cities on the planet, there is plenty to explore and enjoy. Overnight Istanbul.  


Day 4. Saturday, September 17: To Cappadocia (B/D)
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 Early morning breakfast at our hotel and then we’ll transfer to the airport for the flight to Kayseri. Upon arrival, our coach will meet us and we’ll continue to Cappadocia.  This will be a full day of touring, highlighted by our visit to the rock carved cities and surrealistic landscapes where nature has sculpted the earth into fantastic shapes, rock cones and fretted ravines including some of the dozen rocked-carved churches that were painted with exquisite frescoes by early Christians more than a 1,000 years ago. Highlights will be a visit to the cave of Goreme and the Byzantine churches of the area as well as the underground city of Kaymaki, where early Christians feeling persecution lived undetected for months at a time. Return to our hotel for dinner and overnight  Overnight Cappadocia. Hotel Perissia or similar

Day 5. Sunday, September 18,  Fly to Izmir and touring Pergammon. Onto Kusadasi (B/D)
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A early morning flight via Istanbul to Izmir.  Departure at 6:30am Upon arrival we board our coach and continue to Pergamon  for a full day of touring, and to visit the ancient Temples to Athena, Isis and Serapis. Our visit here will include both the Isis and Serapis  Temple at the bottom of the hill, as well as the area of the site at the top of the hill. Much to explore! Located on the fertile plains watered by the Selinus River, Pergamon was home to 
many civilizations in ancient times. Its Greek name means "citadel." Pergamon – this is a very energetically this site is very important to us because of all the healing work that was done here at the healing /complex. Then we’ll continue on to explore the Acropolis; Asclepion (Sanctuary of Aesculpius).  Continue on to the Temple of Zeus; Trojan Temple; Temple of Dionysus, Temple of Athena; Alexandria Troas if possible. We end our day in Kusadasi, situated on the west coast of Turkey, and reputed to be one of the most attractive cities of the Aegean.   Overnight Kusadasi at the Hotel Tailises or similar


Day 6, Monday, September 19: Excursions to Ephesus, Didyma, Miletus & Prienne (B/L):   
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 An early breakfast as we depart for a very full-day of touring, beginning at Ephesus to explore this powerful  ancient city. Then it’s on to Temple of Apollo at Didyma (Didim in Turkish) was among the most famous oracles in the ancient world, equal in importance to the oracular temple at Delphi in Greece. It's the southernmost of the three ancient sites (Priene, Miletus and Didyma) There has been a temple here since very early times, but the older structure was destroyed by Cyrus of Persia in 494 BC. Construction began on the present stupendous structure soon after. The Didymaion, as it was also called, was reached by a Sacred Way from the harbor of Panormus. The huge white-marble temple is simply amazing, with a forest of 120 giant columns at the front porch. At the back of the porch, temple priests met petitioners in a huge portal to accept questions for the oracle, and to deliver oracular poem. Miletus, near the coast of western Turkey, was one of the most important cities in the ancient Greek world, but eventually declined due to the silting up of its harbors. St. Paul stopped at Miletus on his Third Missionary Journey, on his way back to Jerusalem.  We will view  many of the  well-preserved ruins to be seen at the site, including a Temple of Apollo, a Byzantine church, and an important inscription relating to Jews. A stop in Prienne on the way back to our hotel. Overnight Kasadasi – Hotel Tailses of similar
 

Day 7, Tuesday, September 20: To Pamukkale and Denizili (B/D)  
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 After breakfast, we continue to Pamukkale (with a visit to Aphrodisia along the way. Here we’ll visit the city of Hierapolis (Holy City) and Aphrodisia and the remains of Roman Spa, one of the world’s first health complex. IN this area, we’ll vists travertine terraces; Apollo Temple; Necropolis, and the  Hierapolis; theater. After Lunch,  we continue to Denizli,  Situated in the inner part of the Aegean Region,and dating back to the Calcholithic age. This was the site of a settlement of the earliest communities, has changed hands continuously and thus becoming the center of various civilizations in different time periods. The ancient city of Laodikeia is here, within the borders of Denizli.  We check into our hotel for dinner and our overnight in Denizli. Overnight Denizli
Day 8, Wednesday September 21 To Istanbul (B/D):  
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Morning departure for Denizli Airport for our flight to Istanbul.  Upon arrival, we will be met and escorted to our hotel. After checking in, we will have a coach bring you to the Grand Bazaar, where we will stay together for the first few hours with our guide before exploring on our own. This is the largest oriental bazaar in the world and you’ll need that guidance and maybe some help with bargaining and buying. This is not simply a building, nor a market, nor even a district, but is in truth a city, a separate urban  area with its own alleys, thoroughfares  and streets, a labyrinth of shops that are fascinating to explore. There are shops with windows teaming with gold and diamonds in the jewelers section of the Bazaar, where you will find jewelry in gold, silver platinum, cut diamonds, and other gems and precious stones. In one place you will see a shop in the form of a small kiosk, which was formerly the counter of a dairy; take the little spiral staircase to the upper floor and take a look at the market spreading immediately below you. Then down the stairs and to the left you will arrive at the antiquities section of the Bazaar, where you will find objects in copper and bronze, with every sort of souvenir you can imagine to tempt you… they know you are flying home, so part of the bargaining in the shipping ! The coach will return at a designated time and place to return you to the hotel, or you can make your own  way back to relax a bit before our Farewell Dinner.  Overnight Istanbul. Hotel Eresin Taksim or similar
Day 9, Thursday, September 22: Transfer from hotel to Airport (B)
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Transfer to the airport for your flight to Istanbul for your flights back home.
